Goal 2:Membership

Conduct a membership drive to increase NYSNA membership by 4%.

Work with your Area Director to partner with an inactive chapter to help the chapter become active again.

Goal 3: Legislative Endeavors

Have two chapter members attend the State Legislative Conference.

Goal 4: Communications

At a chapter meeting, have schools come together to exchange ideas that they are using in their cafeterias to help fight obesity and influence good eating habits. Provide an article for FOCUS with your best ideas.

Use NYSNA website to post foodservice openings for school districts in your area.

Post Sanitation/Healthy Edge courses offered by your chapter or districts.

Submit an article to or speak at a coalition member meeting (PTA, ASBO, School Boards- Local or state level) regarding Child Nutrition.

Invite a newspaper to observe National School Lunch Week or National School Breakfast Week in one of your schools or another event favorable to Child Nutrition
