Non-Commodity Processing Exhibitors should plan to return to their tables and prepare to show their items, and offer hot samples, where applicable, to the L.I.S.F.S.D.A. Cooperative Bidders as well as the remainder of the new attendees just entering the show. The kitchen will be available to you while Part I is taking place but your tables will need to be covered until 12:15.
