Sportsmanship Criteria

Our communication will serve to introduce, outline, and remind the lacrosse community of the NFLOA's sportsmanship award that will be presented at the Class A, Class B & Class C finals at the conclusion of this years season.

It is the intention of the NFLOA to bring awareness to, and reward the sportsman-like behavior of players, coaches, and all those affiliated with each school participating at the Varsity and Junior Varsity Levels of lacrosse.

It is the responsibility of the coaches, players and supporters to recognize that it is a privilege to participate in the game of Lacrosse. This requires that the conduct of everyone involved to bring honor and pride to the game, the participating schools, and to the communities of all who participate in each contest. All of us should view competing teams as opponents, not enemies. This requires a demonstration of a friendly welcome, mutual respect, and a readiness for fair competition.

It is the responsibility of the coaches to teach the rules and to cultivate attitudes by players that demonstrate both knowledge of the rules and respect for the games officials and their duties.

EVALUATION CRITERIA

Point #1 - Player Conduct

* Baiting and taunting opponents or officials.

* Vulgar language directed towards anyone affiliated with the contest in question.

* Unsportsman-like penalties.

* Excessive # of personal fouls one team one game (over 15)

Point #2 - Coaches Conduct

* Player preparedness - rules knowledge, and equipment.

* Respectful attitude towards opponents, players, and officials

* Being on time for contest when visiting. (Reasonable exceptions accepted)

Point #3 - School and Community Conduct

* Field properly marked and lined.

* Timers, Benches, and Tables supplied.

*Goals anchored and nets in good shape

GAME EVALUATION PROCEDURE

Ten points will be available to each team per contest. Immediately following the conclusion of the contest, both officials will agree upon the number of points earned by each team. Records will be submitted to the assigning official on a daily basis. Upon conclusion of the season, points will be tallied. In the case of a tie, two or more awards will be given. The NFLOA Sportsmanship Award will be presented to the wining schools at the Class A, Class B and ClassC finals. The award will be given to both the Varsity and a Junior Varsity wining teams.
